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- The HKHA is planning or undertaking 10 redevelopment projects to provide some 32 800 flats in total.
- HKHA will continue to apply innovative construction technologies, as well as testing and improving the techniques
of the MiC approach, to enhance building quality and expedite construction.
- set the minimum standards of living conditions for SDUs in terms of their building safety, fire safety and hygiene
requirements, living space, etc,;
- shorten the applicable period of the Special Stamp Duty (SSD) from three years to two years.

2. Create a Childbearing Environment
- provide a one-off cash bonus of $20,000 for each baby born today or after in Hong Kong to a parent who is a HKPR.
